In the previous statements, various parts which constuct the poetic
structure in "Poem Lover's Silence” are examined. By empolying the
structural literacy theory as the basic methodology in the analysis
of this text, and using interpretation methods and phenomenology,
this study tryes to approach the exaplanation of the meaning and
structure in this Poen.

"This study consists of three main sections as follows:
First, in the process of analyxing the” poetic self”’s desire
and poetic plot, the semantic research was sought. Second, the
dimension of analyzing the skill in the poetic converation. Third,
the synthetic process of connecting all of the poetic structures with

the poetic imagination.
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The results in the previous dicussion can be summarized as
follows:

(1) First,Because a poetic narrators’s aesim for the poetic
subject cannot be accomplished directly owing to the absence of”a
lover-'.”‘the desires are sought throught poetic mediators; However,
the intervenient factors have the more poetic distance from the
poetic subject than froam the pogtic speaker, so the factors cannot
make a contribution to accomplishing the poetic speaker’s desires,
and it fuctions as the power causing the poetic speaker to stand in
a discord. And then, poetic mediators, which cannot make contribution
to the poetic subject’s seeking his desires,have acted as the "one
power” in the desire of " esthetic speaker,” which makes ” a lover”

regarded with envy. Second, such envy represents the literatary
imagination world in which ”darkness” changes into " brightness”
cyclically in the "living—died” principle, showing the dichitomous
poetic structure. In other words, To the world of " blue moutain's
colour” and ” scarlet-tinged woods,” a” lover ” exist or not; there
is the poetic structure in "an open space” and "a closed space.”
However, this dichotomous structures repeatedly show the ”
living—died” circution in the poem. Therefore, the world of ”
scarled-tinged woods” can be in the end functioned as not” a closed
space” but ” can-be opened space.” And then, the first mediators and
the second mediators have supplied the power which makes the poetic
subject recongnize a world aloofly as well as dichotomously. Third,
the depth in poetic words ”lountain'f and ” woods,” which contains an

infinite darkness, indicates where the poetic desire goes, which the
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poetic speaker’s sole seeks continuously. Therefore, the poetic word”
a lane” is the door to the secret depth in this poem. This secret
world, which lies in between the doors, are constructed by “ex-”"
phenomenology. The internal space and exteral space, which through
the agencies inspirate each other, are rising up as the desire”

' a lover'.”

(2) First, because poetic speaker doesn’ recognize and act in the
natural time ,but recognize and act the experienced time , by "acting
inversely,” thebpoetic plot of ” Lover’s Silence is composed of the
”distance of metaphor” and ” the stream of emotion.” Second, when
such poetic structures are arrayed as story line and plot line, the
structure cab reinforce the saesthetic structure owing to triggering
the internal intension in the poem. Third, the preparation for ” a
poetic paradox” and " paradoxically practical action in the poem are
,on the basis of the kernel events; By the poetic satellite’s
assistance, those are developed and sublimated aesthetically.
therefore, in the poem word 10,” lover’s silence is expanded to ”
silent lover”, recongnized as the "reverentical being,” and finally
come to the extremely positive actions.

(3) In the dialectrically-recongizing principle, first this poenm
shows that throught "uprising ” and " downing” in the poetic
subject’s desire to the discord are reduced and settled, amplifying
repeasedly the emotion to the poetic meaning , acting and
illuminating original thinking into reverse, and then standing in the
ultimate value in the final actions. Thus, the recognition of the

poetic subject become aimed at the poetic transcensent world. Second,
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Such a transcendent world of recognition creates one error ,by
stating fist”experienced time” rather than the sequence of the poetic
space' in"natural time.” Still the error, which acts organizingly and
created the princple emitting the more logic actions, are understood
as -tht? poetic dielectric which give birth to poetic idea.

(4) In the phenomenology of' the poetic distance, the poetic
speaker’s two events which control esthetic distance— the desire
for ” separation ” and ” meeting again”™—— are in the ground to the
esthetic response; This esthetic distance also can be functioned as
controoing the”poetic velocity” of the enotibn’s strean, which could
measured the distance betweem the”poetic speaker”and ” a lover” which
it can be difficult to be expressed as the " truth.” Second, to sing
the poem in the more passive position, the poetic speaker uses the
relative honorific term by adjusting the distance in the poem. Third,
therefore, though ” a lover” is near, he or she is exist in the
distance not easily accessable, who is recongnized and loved as a k
revenventical being constantly.

(5)In the dimension of “anachronices” and” transformational poetic
techique,” first, this poem, which basically maintains the” portee”
of anachronies between ” meeting in the past” and ” separation in the
present,” estasblishes the poetic breadth. the ™ portee” also is
seen as”™ the time when symbolic actions last in the poem. Second,
in the frequency in the poetic time, the two poetic time’s relation,
in which one statement begins as a sigular story which evoke one
events, brings a poetic effect to emphasized and show what the poetic
subject of desire is, through the’stating method in the poem in which

more than two events can be described as a repeative story arousing
one accident. Third, through the absolute tense in this poem, the
outbreak time in the past accident represents the present; and then
then , the poetic speaker’s aspects, transmitting intention and
recognition shows that the past condition — which is not a poetic
discontinued ignition—- has continued to the present age: the poetic
relative tense repnesénts the aspect of " poetic sending man,”
obtaining the time of the poetic prospection which can transcend the
present story.

(6) In the poetic paradoxic power and the poetic reversal device,
first, ” desire power in the poem” ascends the poetic climax in the
help of the poetic accumulated emotion which flow along the
penetration’s direction in the poem. Here, through the ” poetic
reasonable speaker” intervenes and attempts to stop ascending,” the
_poetic sentmental speaker” spurts the poetic paradox’s power which
can overpass the desire of " the poetic reasonable speaker.” Second,
this poetic accumulative power is expressed as an imperpect vision by
the poetic internal vision which looks inside in the ™ breadth of
insight.” Thus, the poetic reasonble speaker represents the poetic
will to make the poetic imperfect vision as perpect as possible. The
poetic distance of two speakers is emitted as the poetic paradox
power and the poetic reversal. And then , the poetic sentimental
speaker dreams of the desire for ” meeting again in the trancentdent
situation logic.”

In the ” poetic imagination and the totality of the poetic

structure ; first, the wave lenght of the poetic experienced time is
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due to the poetic imagination causing the portic sole's
"retentissement; second the poetic speaker’s imagination, which
maintain the poetic circulatin structure, create the poetic ripples,
establishing the poetic aethetic space; third , throught this , "a
silent lover” is recongnized as an incessible poetic being who is
revenvéntical, cosmetic and holy. This is got by spurting image of
isself in material imagination dissolved in original imagination by
dialectic imagination and dynénic imagination. This is , it is
dissolved to original imagination to bear circling and cosmetic
structure and forms ” full circle's image” and is waving constantly
inside the image.This internal wave rules the whole soul of speaker
and work as symbolizing power of ”lover” by that of paradox and
reversal.

In the above, this study, which use the principle of the poetic
imagination on the bassis of the poetic structural theory, showed
that how a text contain the poetic generality in the literary
structure .Therefore, this study not only treat the morphologic
anyasis which the poetic structrucal anaysis has showed till now, but
also tries to approach ” how to explain the operating principle of
the structured theory by draw up to the dimension of the poetic
dynamic aethetics. This trial come from the fact that ” the study on
a literary text lies in the explantion of the literature, in which
the key principle should be given.”

Finally, the my hope after the finishing of this study
is that the study on the approch to the tone of the poetic voice
will be accomphished. In the future, also, the study on " How can a

text abtain the literature” should be expected to continue.
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
