The purpose of this study is to present a preliminary examination of
English sentence-patterns to the secondary students of Korea.

Though Korean students are accustomed to C.T.Onions’s five forms of
predicates, they usually have difficulty in the selection of obligatory
elements such as objects and complement. Such problems result from
the fact that his five forms of predicates have no sub-classification
forms.

On the other hand, A.S.Hornby’s 25 verb patterns, further sub-classified
into 80 patterns in all, compensate for such defects, But his system
also has some defects, Neither the code number nor the code alphabet,
assigned to each pattern, has clue to help the students to recognize it,
Therefore, they have to remember or compare it every time they consult
a dictionary,

Compared with those of Onions’s and Hornby'’s, the verb classification
system of the Lomgman Dictiomary of ComtemPorary Emglisk is much better devis-
ed. It adopts the 3-level classification system according to the characteristics
of verbs,

Accordingly, the preliminary system of English sentence- patterns in

this thesis is base on that of LDCE. The system is summed up as follows:
