This thesis aims to explore some better ways of teaching English
suprasegmental phonemes in elementary school, such as stress, rhythm,
intonation, etc. , based on the analysis of 6th graders’ English textbook,
which play a very important role in conveying meaning in spoken English.

In order to achieve the goal, this study suggests the cyclic teaching
pronunciation method, which consist of 4 steps. The 1st step is the
sensory recognize the suprasegmental phonemes. Here in this step
students are asked to recognize the non-sense suprasegmental phonemes

so as to build up a basis of producing them naturally in real situation.

# A thesis submitted to the Committee of the Graduate School of Education, Cheju
National University in partial fulfillment of the requirement for the degree of

Master of Education in August, 2005.
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Step 2 refers to the process of practising the types of suprasegmental
phonemes, which includes physical activities of understanding stress,
rhythm, intonation and phonological changes. The communicative
activities of teaching suprasegmental phonemes is 3rd step, which focuses
on a variety of games, songs and chants. The final one is the application
step of suprasegmental phonemes. Students are checked to understand the
suprasegmental phonemes through the simple listening test, role play and
story-telling.

After teaching suprasegmental phonemes throughout the cyclic steps
shown above in an elementary school located in the western part Jeju
city, the writer comes to the following result. First, more elementary
school students are found who can recognize the stress, rhythm,
intonation after listening to the English sentences. It is shown that even
when they speak, they are very careful to follow the rules of English
stress, rhythm and intonation. Second, they became accustomed to
articulating the suprasegmental phonemes naturally, by Kkeeping the
English rhythmic principle, the alternation between the strong and weak
forms. Third, students are found to like the following order of learning
suprasegmental phonemes - 1) using CD-ROM 2) games 3) physical
activities 4) role play 5) chant and song 6) marking stress, rhythm and
intonation in a sentence 7) listening to the story or reading 8) teacher’s
oral explanation.

To conclude, this thesis argues that elementary school teachers must
use the cyclic methods of teaching English suprasegmental phonemes in
class, that is found very effectives in learning and teaching pronunciation
