The purpose of this study is to examine affective factors of an extensive
reading program on middle school English learners . Students will feel pride
and pleasure without memorizing against their will. In addition, teachers will
be able to find out the change of learners’ affective factors and the efficient
way to apply it in the school curriculum.

This study was carried out by 20 volunteers from 2nd grade students in
Jeju Dong middle School from September 2010 to February 2011. It was
evaluated by Qualitative Comparison Study ; Questionnaire, Observation
Record, and In-depth Interview.

The results of this study are as follows:

First, graded books with various reading levels in numerous topics should
be prepared to run the extensive reading program. Therefore, teachers are in
charge of making a large enough budget for purchasing books.

Second, many students feel fear and pressure when reading English books.

Some have never experienced reading English books. Therefore teachers
should develop an interesting reading program related to ER to help them
form a habit of reading and participate pleasantly.

Third, teachers should secure the reading class when devising a plan for
the school curriculum in the early part of the year. The reading program can
run in the morning before regular class, club activities, or during the after
school program. Also, in order to run this program effectively, we need an
assistant teacher for monitoring English library.

We need more and more creative and imaginative ability to compete with
other countries in the future. That's why the Ministry of Education Science
and Technology has proceeded a new admission system for entering into the
university by selecting the able students with creative and potential ability.

Hopefully, by using this new extensive reading program, the students will
not only be able to enjoy reading actively, but have pride for reading books

in English, creating more opportunities for a success future.
