Lucian W, Pye suggested equality, capacity and differentiation as a political
development syndrome, and noted that this syndrome is the core of the development
process,

In particular, it is my opinion that the Third Republic concentrated it’s concern
on capacity as political development, and ignored equality, It could establish
economic development, but failed to distribute wealth effectively and egually.
therefore, for last eighteen years, political uneasiness has been exposed explicitly
and implicitly.

Fred W, Riggs pointed that the balance between constitutive system(e, g. Iggislature,
party, vote), and public administrative system which is characterized by hierarchy
of authority is the essential part of the best developmental type of political
gsystems, Namely, he assumed that equality is achieved by the operation of a
constitutive system and that capacity is achieved by a public administrative system,
‘He contends that the break of balance between the two systems would check
integration and lead to political uneasiness and in a worst case lead to political

collapse. '

In vlew of this, and for the sake of stable political development, I think we
must orient the integration of differentiation on entire political system level
and promote balance and harmony bewteen political capacity and demands for

equality, We can accomplish this only through democratization based on political
pluralism,
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
