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— Summary —

A Study on the Tourist Functions of Che-ju City
by Sung-dae Song

It was a purpose of the study that tries to explain status of elements of tourist function and
tourist city. If investigative results are summarized by this aim. They are as follows:

1. Enlargement of tourist function and population increase of Che-ju city are just in direct
proportion, then the third industrial population of the industrial structure is increased suddenly
but the first industrial population is decreased rapidly and the second industrial population is lay
on stagnatory condition.

2. In Che-ju city, basic ratios of city of tourist industry is showed that accommodations is
94.6%, restaurant is 25.2%, shop of local produce is 100%.

3. Pattern of distribution of elements of tourist function is generally urban centralizational,
however a difference from general function of city appears congregation in wide area to terminal
point of port and air port.

4. Generalizing tourist’s utilization of airplain, location of elements of tourist function presents
tendency of shifting from seaside to inland.

5. Accesibility for roadside is low except selling job of local products, when location of tourist
industry is related to urban center and roadside.

6. The growing rate is admitted, when Che-ju city is composed with small and medium city by
increase of tourist function.
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
